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The face on view of Hebi-daru Falls does not exactly look like a “snake.” If you look down on it from the “Kawazu-odoriko-takimi bridge” a little upstream,

you will see why it is called snake fall. Please advance and try to imagine how the columnar joints may look from above.

Also, at the other side of the river, you can see the “bottom” of the Noboriominami Lavas. From the “twist” of columnar joints, you can imagine the shape of

the valley when the lava flowed out.
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The “Kawazu-odoriko-takimi bridge” a little upstream from here is a

single-tower wave bridge, which is a rare suspension bridge with a tower on
one side to place the bridge at a higher position. How many suspension
bridges are there on the route of the “Kawazu Seven Falls tour”?
