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Collision of Izu and Honshu was a great
event. Akaishi Mountains standing far
(Japan Southern Alps) are the mountains up-
lifted by this collision and they still continue
to uplift by approximately 4mm every year.
Mt. Kanukiyama and Mt. Yokoyama are the
traces from the time when Izu Peninsula was
the submarine volcano. The mountains con-
tinuing from Mt. Kanukiyama to south are
also called “Numazu Alps” and, though low,
they are steep mountains created from uplift
by collision and subsequent erosion of a long
period of time.
