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Products from the eruptions of ancient submarine volcanoes is strewn widely across Minami Izu. This coastline, weaved from beautiful striped layers and rough rock surfaces, was his-
torically an important location for east-west maritime traffic, and prospered as a natural harbor in which to anchor while waiting for fair winds.

Set amidst the stunning wild topography of Minami Izu, Yusuge Park and Tenjinbara offer gentle, rolling country. The produnts of the volcanoes that became active after the |zu pen-
insula joined with the mainland covered over some very rugged terrain.
