nomikoto.

In Japanese mythology, the god Oyamatsuminokami, the father of the
sisters, offered the two to the deity Niniginomikoto, who had descended

from heaven. However, Niniginomikoto sent Iwanagahimenomikoto back,

who had refused Iwanagahimenomikoto was then given a mortal lifespan, [EESGREGE. e

Iwanagahimenomikoto was jealous of her beautiful sister. In this area,
tradition says that those who praise Mount Fuji from Mount Eboshiyama
will suffer an injury.
