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Maruike Pond
Pass on the preciousness of water to future generations

B LIPS 7=59IK  Water spring system formed by Fuji Volcano
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The water of Maruike Pond is the groundwater that springs out at here. In addition to this pond, there are
many springs in the surrounding area such as the Kakitagawa River. In the basement of here, there is the

lava that flowed from Mt.Fuji about 10,000 years ago. The melting snow water or rain water on Mt.Fuji
passes through the porous lava and gushes out in the form of springs at the end of the lava flow.
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Maruike is a reservoir pond of about 380m per lap made to use spring water for farming. People in seven
districts surrounded by the Kakitagawa River, Sakaigawa River and Kanogawa River (Tamagawa, Kumaiden,
Toda, Hatakenaka, Doniwa, Matoba, Yukawa) had made Maruike Pond and irrigation canals with great
difficulties and use spring water for farming.

In addition to this, irrigation canals using spring water, such as Kohama irrigation canal and Genbeigawa
River with Kohama pond (at Rakujuen Park) as the source were made. In these agricultural facilities, you can
see the ingenuity of local people to use spring water such as "Sengandoi" aqueduct and "Nakazato-Onsuichi"
water heating reservoir.
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
