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Natural spring water from upstream cascades
here at the temple. Japanese custom feels fear

the holiness by this waterfall atmosphere, and
the temple was built in this place.
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The Asitakayama Volcano, which consists of several peaks such as

Mts. Ihaidake and Hakamagoshidake,
100,000 years before. Volcanic mount

had erupted repeatedly until
ain body nourishes plenty of

ground water among its cracks within the volcanic ejecta, and it is

brought to the foot of the mountain. Then there are plenty of natural

water upwelling from the natural springs. The Suijinja Temple locates

at the riverhead of the Momozasagawa River where the origin of the

water story regarding human life, animals and plants.
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The water of Mt. Ashitaka is nour-
ished by volcanic mountain and for-
ests. At the upper stream from the
temple, the surface water pene-
trates into the ground except after
rain falls. Then theriver is dried up in
general. Hence the Tsurubeotoshi
Falls is called as “phantom water-
falls.” Furthermore, the Beech For-
ests at the upper stream retain

water plentifully.
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Here is the precincts of the temple. Please do not climb on rocks and do not collect rocks and plants.
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Hiking trail is available for the Tsurubeotoshi
Falls and Mt. lhaidake, and you may enjoy the
scenery of the forests and lava. The trail runs

along the stream and then the path is slippery.
Please care for slip or rock fall.
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
