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Distribution of lava flows from Omuroyama Volcano
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At about 4000 years ago, large amounts of
lava flowed down from Omuroyama Volcano

" and blocked off a deep valley creating a
ilﬁa/nyfamavmcano dammed lake (or “Ike” , In Japanese), which

the present Ike Basin was named after.

In the Edo period, the area was actively devel-

oped and a drain tunnel was built to reclaim

the lake during the Meiji period.
