evergreen broad leaf woods, the Jogasaki coast area is the
ultimate location for scuba diving and snorkeling.
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Hashidate Suspension Bridge
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A 60 m high, 18 m long suspension bridge stretching between
beautiful natural peninsulas.

The view from the top of the bridge is filled with innumerable variety,
coupling both the harshness and beauty of nature, and is considered
the best scenery along the Jogasaki Nature Study Course.
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Two tide pools along the reef, one large and one small, have been called
Oyodo and Koyodo since ancient times, and have become a perfect sight for

playing on the rocks when the waves are calm.

From the pools you can also observe rocky columnar jointing along the small

cape nearby.
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
