The west side of Nishiizu town is surrounded by Suruga Bay, the deepest bay in Japan, and the east side is surrounded by
high mountains.

Precipitous mountains near the ocean are the trace of the time when Izu was the submarine volcanoes, and the geological
layers of beautiful stripes and coast line created with rough rock faces are designated as the national park and national site
of scenic beauty. Up in the east side of the town, there is a wide highland. From that highland made by the large volcanoes
activated after Izu collided with Honshu island, not only the town of Nishiizu, but also Mt. Fuji can be viewed far.
